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Gospel comes from an Old Eng-
lish word meaning “good news,” which 
carries great importance for man (Ro-
mans 1:16). The word gospel is found in 
97 verses in the Bible; it is used 103 times 
in those verses. Gospel is a New Testa-
ment word and is found in every book of 
the New Testament except John, Titus, 
James, 2 Peter, 1, 2, 3 John, and Jude.

The gospel (euangelion) is the “good 
news” of how to be saved. The history 
of Christ’s coming into the world to save 
sinners is, without doubt, the best news 
that ever came from heaven to earth. No 
less than an angel said, “Behold, I bring 
you good tidings of great joy which will 
be to all people” (Luke 2:10). The gospel 
contains facts to be believed, commands 
to be obeyed, and promises to be enjoyed 
(1 Corinthians 15:1–3).

There are three facts of the gospel that 
are of primary importance: The (1) death, 
(2) burial, and (3) resurrection of Christ. 
Let us examine these three facts.

FACT 1: CHRIST’S DEATH 
FOR MAN’S SIN

While the gospel is good news, it has at 
its heart a tragedy: the death of Christ for 
our sins. God was able to use this horrible 
event to bring the most welcome news we 
ever received. 

The death of Jesus unfolded in a series 
of events. Jesus was betrayed and arrested 
(Matthew 26:47–56; John 18:1–13). He was 
bound by His enemies (John 18:12) and 
forsaken by His disciples (Matthew 26:56).

 Jesus was tried by the Jews (Mat-
thew 26:57–68). He was first taken to 
Annas, the deposed high priest and the 
power behind the scenes (John 18:13), 
and then to Caiaphas, the official high 
priest (John 18:24).

During this trial, Jesus was taunted, spit 
on, and slapped (Matthew 26:67–68), per-
haps in the mouth (cf. John 18:22). Even 
the servants joined in (Mark 14:65). He 
was kept up all night (Matthew 27:1) and 
had no food or drink after the last sup-
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“He said to them, ‘Go 

into all the world and 

preach the gospel 

to every creature.’ ” 

(MARK 16:15)
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per. During this time, Jesus was denied 
by Peter (Matthew 26:69–75; Luke 22:54–
62). Eventually, although innocent, He 
was wrongfully convicted of blasphemy, 
which was punishable by death in the 
Jewish system.

 Jesus was tried by the Romans (Mat-
thew 27:1–25). He was bound and taken 
from the Jewish Sanhedrin to Pilate’s 
headquarters (Matthew 27:1–2). The 
charge was changed from blasphemy to 
revolt because the Romans would not ex-
ecute for blasphemy, but they would for 
revolt (Luke 23:2). Pilate attempted to 
pass the buck by sending Jesus to King 
Herod (Luke 23:6–12), who only mocked 
Jesus and sent Him back to Pilate. Next, 
Judas tried to stop the proceedings, but 
he was unsuccessful (Matthew 27:3–10). 
Convinced that Jesus was innocent, Pi-
late offered to stop the crucifixion by of-
fering to free either Jesus or Barabbas, a 
notorious criminal he did not think the 
people would choose. They chose Barab-
bas and insisted that Jesus be crucified 
(Matthew 27:15–22; Mark 15:6–13; Luke 
23:16–21). Pilate’s wife asked to stop the 
crucifixion (Matthew 27:19). Pilate tried 
for the third time (Luke 23:22–23). He 
then washed his hands and signed off on 
the greatest travesty of justice ever per-
petrated (Matthew 27:26).

 Jesus was then scourged (Matthew 
27:26; John 19:1) This required that He 
be stripped of His clothing, although it 
was cold (John 18:18). He was mercilessly 
beaten with a whip and then reclothed. 

The Roman soldiers at the Praetorium 
then stripped Him again, clothed Him in 
a scarlet robe, put a crown of thorns on 

His head, hit Him with a reed, spat on 
Him, and smote Him with their hands 
(Matthew 27:27–31; John 19:2–3). 

Pilate then presented Him to the people, 
saying, “Behold the Man!” (John 19:5).

After this, Jesus was led to the place of 
execution. They took the purple robe off, 
put His own clothes on Him (Matthew 
27:31), and paraded Him down the city 
streets to Golgotha (John 19:17). At some 
point, a man named Simon was sum-
moned to bear the cross after Jesus (Luke 
23:26). Arriving on site, Jesus refused to 
drink vinegar and gall (Matthew 27:34; 
Mark 15:23), which was usually given to 
deaden some of the terrific pain. 

Jesus was crucified (Matthew 27:35–50). 
This started at the third hour, which was 
9:00 am (Mark 15:25). It became com-
pletely dark at the sixth hour, which 
was noon (Mark 15:33). Jesus died at the 
ninth hour, which was 3:00 pm (Mark 
15:34–37). During this time, Jesus prayed 
for the soldiers (Luke 23:34) who had 
caused Him such pain. While on the 
cross, Jesus suffered physically (from 
thirst, John 19:28) and emotionally (be-
ing forsaken by Father, Matthew 27:46). 
Then Jesus died (Matthew 27:50).

FACT 2: CHRIST’S BURIAL

Isaiah prophesied details about the buri-
al of Jesus seven centuries before it oc-
curred: “They made His grave with the 
wicked—but with the rich at His death” 
(Isaiah 53:9). Jesus’ dead body was still on 
the cross when Joseph went to Pilate and 
requested permission to bury it (Luke 
23:50–53). When Pilate granted it, Joseph 
took the body, and, with the help of Nico-

demus, prepared it for burial, using about 
a hundred pounds of myrrh and aloes 
(John 19:39). Then Joseph “wrapped it in 
a clean linen cloth, and laid it in his new 
tomb which he had hewn out of the rock; 
and he rolled a large stone against the 
door of the tomb, and departed” (Mat-
thew 27:59–60).

FACT 3: CHRIST’S RESURRECTION

The underlying proposition to the whole 
Bible is Acts 13:30: “God raised Him 
from the dead.” If this were not true, 
then there would be no gospel. You could 
throw the Bible away, for it would con-
tain no hope for humanity. But thanks be 
to God, it is true! 

How do we know? Jesus promised that 
He would rise again, and He never told 
a lie (Matthew 20:19; 27:62–64; 1 Peter 
3:21–22). The Bible records it, and the Bi-
ble is the world’s most trustworthy source 
(Matthew 28:1–6; 2 Timothy 3:16–17). 
Angels attested to it, and they are greater 
than any man who says otherwise (Luke 
24:5–6; 2 Peter 2:11). The early church be-
lieved it, and they were in the same gen-
eration with the eyewitnesses (Acts 1:3). 
The rapid change of the day of worship 
from Saturday to Sunday, the day of the 
resurrection, gives further evidence of it 
(cf. Luke 4:16; Acts 2:1). 

The conversions of two individuals 
provide further persuasion that the resur-
rection was real. First, consider the con-
version of James, the Lord’s half-brother. 
He was an unbeliever during Christ’s 
lifetime (John 7:5), yet after the resurrec-
tion, he became a leader in the Jerusalem 
church (Acts 1:14; 15:13–21; 1 Corinthians 
15:7; Galatians 1:19). The only explanation 
for such a radical change and loyal follow-
ing is that he believed in the resurrection. 

An even more convincing conversion 
is that of Saul of Tarsus, who went from 
persecutor (Acts 9:1) to persecuted (Acts 
9:22–24)! He passed from threatening the 
disciples to “perils of my own country-
men” (2 Corinthians 11:24–28) almost 
overnight. What could have brought 
about such a change in a man of superior 
intelligence and ability? Nothing short of 
the proof of the resurrection of Christ! 

These three simple facts changed the 
world forever.

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Scientists have long recognized that 
bees are intelligent creatures.

Researchers at Princeton University de-
cided to find out whether bees were smart 
enough to find their food source if it was 
moved. The researchers moved the prime 
food source fifty meters farther from the 
hive. It took the bees less than one min-
ute to locate the moved food source. The 
men then moved the food source another 
fifty meters away. The bees still took less 
than a minute to find the food source. 
Two more moves, each a precise fifty 
meters, produced the same results.

However, the bees had also been 
studying the researchers. Be-
fore the researchers could 
move the food another fifty 
meters, they found the bees 

had discovered the pattern and were al-
ready waiting at the new location!

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At the Olympic Games in Paris in 1924, 
the U.S. team was favored in the four-man 
canoe race. One member of that team was 
a young man named Bill Havens. As the 
time for the Olympics neared, it became 
clear that Bill’s wife would give birth to 
her second child about the time that Bill 
was scheduled to compete.

So Bill found himself in a dilemma. 
Should he go to Paris and risk not be-
ing at his wife’s side when their child was 
born? Or should he withdraw from the 
team and remain behind?

Bill’s wife insisted that he go to Paris. 
After all, he had been working toward this 
goal for many years; it would be the cul-
mination of a lifelong dream. After much 
soul-searching, Bill decided to withdraw 
from the competition and remain behind 
with his wife so that he could be with her 
when their child arrived. Bill considered 
being at her side a higher priority than 

going to Paris to try to win an Olympic 
gold medal. 

The United States four-man canoe 
team won the gold medal at the Paris 
Olympics. But Bill had no regrets. His 
family was more important to him than 
the Olympics. Bill was present when his 
wife gave birth to their baby boy, whom 
they named Frank.

Twenty-eight years later, in 1952, Bill 
received a cablegram from Frank. It was 
sent from Helsinki, Finland, where the 
1952 Olympics were being held. The ca-
blegram read as follows:

Dear Dad,

Thanks for waiting around for me to be 
born in 1924. I am coming home with 
the gold medal you should have won.

Your loving son,
Frank

Frank Havens was bringing home the 
Olympic gold medal for the 10,000-meter 
canoeing event. Now he wanted to share 
his medal with the one who set aside his 
own personal dreams for a higher prior-
ity: his son. 

Establishing proper priorities ulti-
mately brings the greatest rewards—like 
no regrets and deeper joys. 

What are those “higher priorities” that 
need to be established in our lives? Jesus 
said, “‘You shall love the Lord your God 
with all your heart, with all your soul, and 
with all your mind.’

One of the truly tragic problems in our 
society is racial prejudice. Jesus was born 
into a very prejudiced society, and He 
worked to break down the barriers. 

To the first-century Jew, there was 
nothing worse than a Gentile, except a 
Samaritan. Jesus, however, showed the 
brotherhood of all mankind with His 
parable of the good Samaritan, in which 
a hated Samaritan showed himself to be 
the good neighbor to the Jew who had 
been beaten and robbed on the road to 
Jericho (Luke 10). 

Racial prejudice has no place in the 
heart of any Christian. James wrote, 
“You shall love your neighbor as yourself, 
. . . but if you show partiality, you commit 
sin” (James 2:8–9). We must treat people 

of other races as we wish to be treated, 
which is Christ’s Golden Rule: “Whatev-
er you want men to do to you, do also to 
them, for this is the Law and the Proph-
ets” (Matthew 7:12). 

“There is no partiality with God” (Ro-
mans 2:11). God does not show favoritism 
for one person or one race over another. 
All are equal in His sight. Jesus died for 
all people and came to unite the world in 
Himself (1 John 2:2). Conquest of preju-
dice begins in the home. Parents must 
bring up their children “in the training 
and admonition of the Lord” (Ephesians 
6:4). This includes teaching children the 
brotherhood of man, the necessity of re-
specting all people, and the creation of all 
men in God’s image (Genesis 1:26–27).

Paul wrote, “There is neither Jew nor 
Greek, there is neither slave nor free, 
there is neither male nor female; for you 
are all one in Christ Jesus” (Galatians 
3:28). Paul was not saying that there are 
no differences between Jews and Gen-
tiles, the free man and the slave, or males 
and females. He was saying that all are 
equal in God’s sight, and all deserve re-
spect. We must foster the spirit of broth-
erly love among races. As the children’s 
song reminds us, “Every color, shape, 
and size—they are precious in His eyes.” 
“If someone says, ‘I love God,’ and hates 
his brother, he is a liar; for he who does 
not love his brother whom he has seen, 
how can he love God whom he has not 
seen?” (1 John 4:20). —Bob Prichard

•	 At both, myrrh was present for use 
upon Him (Matthew 2:11; John 19:39).

•	 At both, there was darkness (Mat-
thew 2:10, 14; 27:45).

•	 At both, His body was wrapped in 
cloth (Luke 2:7, 12; Mark 15:46).

•	 At both, a Herod became curiously in-
volved (Matthew 2:7–8; Luke 23:7–12).

•	 At both, wise men recognized His 
deity (Matthew 2:1–2; Mark 15:39; 
Luke 23:41).

•	 At both, Jews and Gentiles were there 
(Matthew 2:1; 27:54–56; Luke 2:4).

•	 At both, there was worship—the first 
genuine, the second mocking (Luke 
2:13–14; Mark 15:19).

•	 At both, He was hailed as King—one 
in earnest, the other in jest (Mark 
15:26–32).

•	 At both, there was an honorable man 
named Joseph (Matthew 1:19; Luke 
2:16; Mark 15:43).

•	 At both, the chief priest and scribes 
were involved (Matthew 2:4–6; 27:41; 
Luke 23:10).

And both have changed the world 
and altered the impact of eternity.

5 MODERN RIGHTS

FOREIGNERS
1 .	 EQUAL VALUE
Because all people were created by the 
same God and descended from the same 
family, all nations were kin, and human value 
was universal (Malachi 2:10; Genesis 5; 10–11; 
Leviticus 19:33–34; Psalm 146:9; Jonah 4:10–11).

3 . 	NATUR ALIZ ATION
Anyone could join the Israelite nation and adopt 
its customs, and many did. These people were 
the social and spiritual equals of native-born Jews 
(Exodus 12:48; Numbers 15:14–15; Joshua 6:25; 8:35; 
Ruth 1:16–17; Esther 8:17; Isaiah 56:3–7).

5 . 	REST
The Sabbath was for everyone. Even strangers 
and servants were entitled to the day off. No 
one was to work without rest like the Israelites 
had done in Egyptian slavery (Exodus 20:9–10; 
Deuteronomy 5:13–15).

2 . 	EQUALIT Y BEFORE THE 
L AW AND COURT
One law governed natives and foreigners alike, 
giving them equal protections and rights 
(Numbers 15:15–16, 29–30; Leviticus 24:22;
Deuteronomy 1:16).

4 . 	INTERR ACIAL MARRIAGE
A person of any race or nationality could marry 
an Israelite if he/she shared the same faith. Many 
biblical heroes and kings were in or had descended 
from such marriages (Genesis 41:45; Numbers 12:1; 
Ruth 1:1–4; 4:13, 21–22; Joshua 6:25; Matthew 1:1, 5–11).
